Borm about 1921 at Tjinjadpa, West of Juptar Wiall,
Yupimya Mampiin, as & child, lived with her
extended family and fraveled on foot through the
sandhills  of their  Kukatja’Wangkajungka
homelands, situated on the northarmmost fringe of
the Graat Sandy Desert. Yupinya's family's
traditional country is lecated about 400 klometras
eouth west of the Catholic Mission of Balpo in
Western Australia, She now resides at Balgo on a
sami-permanent basis, working as an arlist at the
local Warlayirh Arbsts Cooperative. Yupinya is
currently the highest fiying artist panting for the
Warlayirti Artists' Cooperative in Balgo in YWestemn
Australia,
